The Kremmling Field Office is comprised of three regions: North Park, Middle Park and the Laramie 
River Valley. The landscape is varied between high mountain peaks and open sage-brush parks. Visitors 
regularly enjoy our vast array of recreation opportunities including rafting, hunting, and off-road use.
