This letter 
acknowledges receipt of your request and serves as your notification that we will provide you with a 
determination of our findings within 60 days, as required by the Data Quality Act. 

Please note, the BLM previously made the decision to extend the scoping period for the Southline Project 
to provide the BLM and Western Area Power Administration time to collect additional information 
regarding issues raised during the public scoping process. The scoping period was extended until July 5, 
20i2. We look forward to receiving any other written comments you may have on the proposed project.
