Unnamed Rocks are located just offshore, approximately 20°, from Iceberg
Point, ACEC along the western shoreline.

Other items: Access is best using small non motorized human powered water

craft due to other submerged rocks in the area and shoreline of Stuart Island. There are

several USFW, San Juan Marine Wildlife Refuge, Wilderness islands within 1/2 mile.
