
What to Know Before You Go 
Instructions for visitors to the 2017 Fox and Lake Range Emergency Wild Horse Gather 

 
Where to meet/lodging: Participants should call the BLM Nevada Wild Horse Gather Hotline for the next 
day’s departure time. Participants will meet at the Love’s Gas Station, 825 Commerce Center Dr, Fernley, Nev. 
89408 each morning that public viewing is available. 
 
Transportation: All visitors must have their own transportation.  Vehicles must be 4-wheel drive with a high 
clearance.  Make sure the gas tank is topped off before traveling to the gather.  Visitors must have spare tires. 
 
Amenities: Participants must provide their own transportation, water and food. Public restrooms will not be 
available onsite. 
 
Location information: There are lodging options in Fernley. The closest hotel to the departure site is the 
Comfort Inn Hotel, 800 Mesa Dr, Fernley, NV 89408. Best Western is also nearby:  
1405 E Newlands Rd, Fernley, NV 89408.  
 
Driving Directions from Reno: Head east on I-80. The Love’s Gas Station is located off exit 46, on the north 
side of the interstate.   
 
Weather conditions: 
Plan on highs of upper 40’s and lower 50’s, and lows of mid to upper 20’s. Weather conditions in Nevada can 
change rapidly, therefore be prepared for possible wind, rain and snow.   
 
What to bring: 

• Closed-toed sturdy shoes 
• Heavy winter coat 
• Gloves/hats 
• Sunscreen 
• Food and water 
• Binoculars 

 
Clothing should be natural coloring. Avoid white and bright colors while at the gather.  
 
*There are NO bathrooms at the trap site so plan accordingly.
