Elk Hunting Capital of the World Emerald Epic Event

Bull Elk in Moffat County Little Snake Park Ranger Clearing Trail

Colorado boasts one of the largest elk herds globally, 
and the city of Craig, CO, is the “Elk Hunting Capital of 
the World.” The Field Office permits and works with 
60 big game outfitters to provide commercially 
guided hunts. The workload at LSFO involves meeting 
with permittees and processing paperwork. 
Approximately$55,000 was collected in FY 2021 and 
spent processing the permits, including necessary 
environmental documentation, on-site monitoring, 
and permit enforcement.

The Emerald Epic is a series of races on BLM- 
managed lands, with a seasonal trail closure for big 
game winter habitat. The LSFO staff works with the 
local mountain biking club to clean up the trails once 
the seasonal closure is lifted. Approximately $5,000 
was collected from the event in FY 2021 and spent on 
trail clean-up and on-site monitoring.
