Campground Hosts: Fortymile Wild and Scenic River Recreation Staff grooming trails in the White Mountains NRA

These amazing volunteers contribute over 2,000 hours 
annually as campground hosts in support of the 
Fortymile Wild and Scenic River recreation program. 
The campgrounds are remotely located along the 
Taylor Highway — hours away from community 
services. Public feedback on the campgrounds shows 
that these volunteers are doing an impeccable job. The 
campgrounds are often described as some of the 
cleanest campgrounds on the Alaska road system.

Term and seasonal staff are essential to the public 
safety and overall experience in the White Mountains 
National Recreation Area (NRA). In the summer they 
maintain waysides, trails, cabins, and campgrounds. The 
winter recreation program grooms 250 miles of trails 
and maintains 12 remote public use cabins and two trail 
shelters.

Connecting with Communities
The Bureau of Land Management Eastern Interior Field Office administers the one-million-acre White Mountains 
National Recreation Area and associated facilities including nearly 300 miles of multi-use trails. Visitor use is 
dispersed, and staffing levels are minimal which can lead to difficulties in understanding and responding to use 
patterns. In 2022, the Eastern Interior Field Office deployed battery operated vehicle and pedestrian counters at 
popular BLM-managed waysides and trails to gain a better understanding of use volumes and temporal 
distributions. The counters will provide more reliable visitor use numbers. Ultimately, this data will better inform 
future management decisions for the White Mountains National Recreation Area.
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
