In a new partnership with the Sierra Foothills 
Conservancy, the BLM was able to sponsor a highly 
respected tribal elder from the Cold Springs Rancheria 
of Mono Indians of California to conduct multiple 
interpretive programs for local schools. These 
programs consisted of teaching over 600 students, 
teachers, and parents about the daily life of Native 
Americans that resided in the area surrounding the 
San Joaquin River Gorge.

The BLM completed construction of a large deck behind 
the San Joaquin River Gorge Visitor Center, which will be 
part the “Discovery Trail”. The Discovery Trail is a self­
guided interpretive trail for school aged children to teach 
them about the local animals that reside in the Gorge. 
Additionally, nearly 2-tons of trash and old construction 
materials were removed from Visitor Center and 
Learning center. This construction and cleaning enabled 
the Visitor Center to re-open in November 2022.
