In 2022 fee dollars were paired with OHV grant funding 
and Infrastructure funding to rent equipment and for 
contract labor at the Fort Sage OHV Area. Project 
included redesign of the trailhead, installation of a new 
shade structure, gravel stabilization and removal of dead 
trees at the Fort Sage trailheads. Majority of fee dollars 
were spent on rental equipment and materials.

and to support and sustain the high recreation use.

The ELFO also supports volunteers from the Sheriff's Work Program (SWAP) to teach these individuals about land 
management.
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
