Description: The Vale District manages 5.1 million 
acres of public land in Eastern Oregon. This project will 
address overdue repairs at two administrative buildings 
within the district, reducing deferred maintenance and 
improving the condition of buildings used by staff and 
the public. The project will correct deficiencies in the 
Vale District Main Office by installing energy efficient 
lighting, and repairing the electrical system, heating and 
air conditioning system, and other interior features. The 
Ecological Site Inventory building will be replaced due  
to significant structural damage that occurred after a 
snow event.
