Oral bids will be received on Douglas-fir only with a $0.50/MBF/bid minimum overcall on each 

bid.

USE OF PRIVATE ROADS FOR SALE ACCESS. The purchaser is given no authority to enter 

upon or cross any private lands or to use any privately-owned property or improvements unless 

such rights are specifically covered in the contract stipulations. If the Purchaser desires to make 

any use of private property, which is not specifically authorized by the contract, they must make 

the necessary prior arrangements for such use with the landowner.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDER. Refer to attached Form 5440-9 for detailed Instructions to 

Bidder. All persons signing Form 5440-9 or tendering oral bids must be authorized in writing by 

the purchaser to do so. Oral bidding begins from the unit prices of the highest written bid. The 

Bureau exercises an overall system in which each bidder assumes the last highest bid and raises 

from that point. In the event there is a tie in high written bids, and no oral bidding occurs, the 

bidder who was the first to submit a bid deposit and written bid shall be declared the high bidder. 

If it cannot be determined who made the first submission of high tie written bids, the high 

bidder will be determined by lot. The high bidder must confirm the bid, in writing. 

 

AN IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT (ILC) may be used in place of bid bonds, 

performance bonds, and payment bonds. ILC's must be approved by the Authorized Officer prior 

to use and are subject to certain limitations. Contact the District Office for further information. 

 

THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER, as a condition of award, will be required to complete and/or sign 

the following forms: 

 

1. Form No. 5430-11, Independent Price Determination Certificate, a certification that 

the bid was arrived at by the bidder or offeror independently, and was tendered 

without collusion with any other bidder or offeror. 

2. Form No. 5450-17, Export Determination. 

 

PRE-AWARD QUALIFICATIONS. The high bidder may be required to furnish information to 

determine the ability to perform the obligations of the contract. If the high bidder is determined 

not qualified, responsible or refuses to respond within fifteen (15) days of a request for 

information pertaining to qualifications, the contract may be offered and awarded for the amount 

of the high bid to the highest of the bidders who is qualified, responsible, and willing to accept 

the contract. 

 



A PERFORMANCE BOND in an amount not less than twenty (20) percent of the total purchase 

price will be required for all contracts of $10,000 or more, but the amount of the bond shall not 

be in excess of $500,000, except when the Purchaser opts to increase the minimum bond as 

provided in 43 CFR 5451.2. A minimum performance bond of not less than $500 will be 

required for all installment contracts less than $10,000. 

 

INSTALLMENT PAYMENTS may be authorized for sales of $500 or more. The number of 

installments required to be paid at any one time will be determined by BLM. For sales under 

$500,000, installments will not be less than ten (10) percent of the total purchase price. For sales 

of $500,000 or more, installment payments shall be $50,000. 

 

A SALE DEPOSIT equal to one installment (10 percent of total purchase price) is required prior 

to approval of the contract. This deposit must be made in cash or by check payable to the 

Department of Interior - BLM. 

 

LOG EXPORT AND SUBSTITUTION. The timber sold under this contract is subject to the 

Forest Resources Conservation and Shortage Relief Act of 1990, as amended (16 USC 620, et 

seq.). Except for species determined pursuant to public hearing to be surplus, unprocessed timber 

sold shall not be exported from the United States nor used in direct or indirect substitution for 

unprocessed timber exported from private lands by Purchaser or any person as defined in the Act 

(16 USC 620e).

LOG EXPORT AND SUBSTITUTION RESTRICTIONS:  Excepting Port-Orford-cedar, all timber offered for 

sale hereunder is restricted from export from the United States in the form of unprocessed timber and is 

prohibited from being used as a substitute for exported private timber. 

 

CRUISE INFORMATION:  With respect to merchantable trees of all species in all cruise strata:  the average 

DBHOB is 13.2 inches:  the average gross merchantable log contains 49 bd. ft.; the total gross volume is 

approximately 6,507 thousand bd. ft.; and 94% recovery is expected. The average DBHOB for Douglas-fir is 

13.2 inches; and the average gross merchantable log contains 49 bd. ft. The following cruise methods were used 

for volume determination:  

 

VARIABLE PLOT:  Timber volumes of Units 1-6, were based on a variable plot cruise. Using a 20 basal area 

factor (BAF), 289 plots were measured and 216 trees were randomly selected to be sampled. The sample trees 

have been cruised and their volumes computed using form class tables for estimating board foot volumes of 



    COOS BAY SALE NO.

trees in 16-foot logs. The volumes are then expanded to a total sale volume. 

 

3P:  The Douglas-fir and Red Alder trees in the Right-of-Ways have been cruised using the 3P system to select 

17 sample trees. The sample trees have been cruised and the volumes computed using form class tables for 

estimating board foot volumes of trees in 16-foot logs. Maps showing the approximate locations of the sample 

trees are available at the Coos Bay District Office.  

 

100% CRUISE: Timber volumes for tree species other than Douglas-fir and Red Alder were based on a 100% 

cruise in the Right-of-Ways using form class tables for estimating board foot volume of trees in 16-foot logs. 

 

CUTTING AREA:  Units 1-6 contain 284 acres of partial cut, 32 acres of Group Selection Areas, 1 acre of road 

right-of-way to be cut, for a total of 317 acres. Acreage data was collected using a Trimble R1 Global 

Positioning System receiver. Acreage was calculated based on Global Positioning System traverse procedures 

including differential correction. 

  

ACCESS:  Access to the sale area is provided via Oregon State highways, Douglas County Roads, government-

controlled roads, and privately controlled roads. A gate restricts access to this sale area. Keys are available 

at the Coos Bay District Office. A refundable deposit of $100 is required to obtain a key.  

  

DIRECTIONS TO SALE AREA:  From Coos Bay, travel north on Highway 101. Turn right on Smith River Road 

heading east for approximately 39.9 miles, turn left on Road 20-8-18.3 (Upper Slide Creek Rd) to access Units 3-6. 

To access Units 1 and 2, from Smith River Road junction, continue east approximately 0.6 miles, turn left onto 20-8-

18.1(North Sister Road), and continue approximately 0.8 miles to Road 20-8-8 (Herb Creek Ridge Road). Refer to 

Exhibits A and A-1 for unit locations. 

 

ROAD USE & MAINTENANCE:  Purchaser shall pay a maintenance and rockwear obligation totaling 

$99,014.45 to the Government. Road Use Maintenance and/or Rockwear Fees totaling $19,083.97 are payable 

to Roseburg Resources Co. Purchaser shall enter into a license agreement with Roseburg Resources Company.  

Purchaser shall maintain approximately 11.2 miles of road. 

 

OPTIONAL CONTRIBUTION:  Purchaser will have the option of performing pile burning or contributing 

$3,846.00 in lieu thereof. The option must be declared prior to contract execution. Piling and covering are not
