The Hyatt Lake Recreation Area, including the Wildcat 
campground is experiencing significant fir tree 
mortality, which is resulting in a loss of screening 
between campsites. To address the loss of screening, 
200 Aspen trees were purchased in the Spring of 2024 
and were acclimated throughout the summer at Hyatt 
Lake. The Aspen trees were planted in September in 
Wildcat campground as part of a National Public 
Lands Day event. 

New Gates Ready for Installation 

Amount Expended: $2,000.00 

With the Hyatt Lake Campground being closed for the 
last two seasons for utility upgrades opportunities were 
identified to modify operating procedures to increase 
recreation opportunities. Several locations were 
identified were a gate would allow access to day use 
opportunities outside of the campground operating 
season. Gates were purchased this season and will be 
installed next season prior to opening.
