API (Asset Priority Index) – The API is a calculated score that represents a ranking of Bureau owned and leased real property assets. The values range from 0 to 100 with higher values representing more important assets. This value is listed in FAMS.
FCI (Facility Condition Index) – The FCI is the ratio of deferred maintenance dollars to replacement dollars and provides a straightforward comparison of the BLM’s facility assets. To calculate the FCI, divide the total estimated cost to complete deferred maintenance projects for the facility by its estimated replacement value. The lower the FCI, the lower the need for remedial or renewal funding relative to the facility’s value. For example, an FCI of 0.1 signifies a 10 percent deficiency, and is considered low, and an FCI of 0.7means that a site needs extensive repairs or replacement. An FCI above 1.0 means it is cheaper to replace the facility than to repair it.
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
